The Elizabethville Borough Council met on March 14, 2011 in the Municipal Building at 14 South Market Street in Elizabethville.  President Gary Shadle called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Minutes: Motion made by James Facinelli, seconded by Timothy Motter to approve the minutes of February 14, 2011 as presented.  Motion carried. 
ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF GUESTS: No public comments.
REVIEW OF CORRESPONDENCE:
All general correspondence was reviewed and made available to council.  No further action required.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Streets & Maintenance – Councilman S. Margerum reported that the Streets Committee and the Code Enforcement Officer met with Mr. Romberger (223 West Main Street), to identify numerous code violations.  The property must be brought into compliance by April 04, 2011. Street sweeping is scheduled for April 4, 5, 6, 7 & 8th.  It is the recommendation of the committee to try and sell the Meyer Snow Plow. 
Meyer Snow Plow:  Motion made by Stuart Margerum, seconded by Timothy Motter to advertise the Meyer Snow Plow for sale.  Bids will be reviewed at a regular meeting.  Motion carried.  
The property owner at 99 East Main will be sent another letter regarding sidewalk compliance.  The property owner is expected to have all the construction completed by June.

Code Enforcement Officer –   Citation and complaint report distributed to all council members.
Building, Lighting & Grounds – Councilman R. Snyder reported that in an attempt to further reduce utility costs the inside of the windows in the garage would be packed with insulation and covered with drywall.  The glass will be painted with a frost coating to improve the privacy and security of the building.  The maintenance department is reconstructing the cement ramp in front of the Municipal Building.  There is a large safe in the basement that is damaged beyond use and should be removed from the building for safety reasons.
Security Safe:  Motion made by Russell Snyder Jr., seconded by Brian Stahl to advertise the safe for sale.  Motion carried.

Park & Recreation – An organization known as the Upper Dauphin Recreation Association (UDRA) has been formed to ensure recreational activities remain in our community.  Their first project is to reopen and independently run the Elizabethville Swimming Pool.  An agreement between the Upper Dauphin Recreation Association and the Elizabethville Borough is being drafted. The Little League Association removed a tree from the borough park; the Park and Recreation Committee will request a meeting with the association to discuss protocol for construction, excavating and tree removal.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Liquid Fuel Audit.  The Auditor General’s Office audited the Borough’s Liquid Fuel Funds for 2008 and 2009.  A finding was issued for both years stating “the paving projects were not bid with estimated amounts of materials to be used..”.  PennDot is requesting the borough to reimburse the Liquid Fuel Fund $80,543.00.   The bid packets and quotes from prior years were reviewed to assure the boroughs process has not changed.  A letter has been sent to PennDot objecting to the finding.  The Borough Secretary and Raudenbush Engineering will meet with PennDot auditors to discuss total relief from the finding.
