Approval of Minutes: Motion made by James Facinelli, seconded by Russell Snyder Jr. to approve the minutes of October 10, 2011 as presented.  Motion carried. 
ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF GUESTS: President Shadle recognized Abbie Reed, Cameron Richardson, Iesha Sturgeon.  All three students were in attendance for a school project.
REVIEW OF CORRESPONDENCE:
All general correspondence was reviewed and made available to council, no further action required. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Streets & Maintenance – Councilman S. Margerum reported that Raudenbush Engineering observed traffic flows on Rte 225 northbound during the evening peak traffic time, (5:00 – 6:00 pm).  Cars in the congestion waited through 4+signal cycles before getting through the traffic signal.  Congestion similar to that on Rte 225 Northbound was noted on Rte 209 Westbound.  Raudenbush will contact PennDOT representative to ascertain procedure for modifying the traffic signal controller to extend green periods for those directions (north bound and west bound) that experience delay during peak traffic periods.  If the timing adjustments don’t correct the delays, then Raudenbush will develop a plan for installation of the loop sensors.  
The 2005 dump truck needs six (6) new tires, quotes were obtained West End Garage, Bastian Tire and Auto Centers and Lapp Ag Tire Service.  The tires will be purchased from West End Garage who had the lowest quote at $1,528.00, mounted and balanced. 
Police & Safety – Personnel issues to be discusses in executive session. 
Code Enforcement Officer –   Several complaints were logged against the Lindi House regarding the number of tenants living in the property and parking issues.  A letter will be sent to the YWCA’s Executive Director.  
Building, Lighting & Grounds – Nothing to report.
